As already mentioned he played well in the morning foursomes with Russell and had a good win over his Surrey counterpart in the afternoon. At the time the result was in the balance with neither team manager knowing the final outcome. The best points scoring on the day went to Ben Gillon on 7 out of a possible 8 and with three other players Tom, Zak and Mark on 6 points. 

The final result went in favour of Sussex (39pts) followed closely by Kent (36pts) and with Surrey (15pts) in third. Kent was very unlucky on the day but fought very hard. However we do have the added bonus that 9 out of the 10 players playing today are still available next year.
